O’chutney - Overview 

Czech Republic’s largest telecommunications company, 
Telefónica O2, was searching for an easy to use media 
sharing solution to be integrated into their upcoming 
platform, O’chutney (meaning something along the lines 
of “taste it") – a social network that’s built around content 
sharing. 

O2 needed a solution to support the company’s triple play 
strategy including online, mobile and – eventually – IPTV. 

With Kyte, O2 was able to meet their requirements for a 
comprehensive three screen solution. Built around the 
core functionalities of the Kyte platform, O’chutney 
launched the beta version of their social networking 
platform in May 2008.

Barnetta  - The Challenge 

Switzerland’s most popular soccer player, Tranquillo Barnetta, wanted to create an innovative, easy, 
way to engage with his growing fan base while preparing for the Uefa Soccer Championship in his 
home-country.  With financing from his sponsors Adidas, EA Sports and Athleticum, he decided to 
create his own branded Kyte channel where fans can communicate directly with the soccer star – 
and each other.  Barnetta and his community of fans now have a platform in which they can produce 
any rich media content, including audio, text, video and pictures.   

After witnessing the power of the Kyte platform, Barnetta decided to create a contest in which fans 
send in creative video clips or slideshows and tell Barnetta why they are his biggest fan.  Winners 
will get to meet Barnetta in Koeln, where he’s currently playing for Germany’s popular club Bayer 04 
Leverkusen.

Best Football Tricks - The Challenge 

TSR, the largest French-language broadcasting station in Switzerland, wanted to attract new  
viewers by providing a more engaging online experience.  The station began looking for a solution 
that would allow viewers to contribute – and rank – user generated content. 

TSR required a robust solution that could:  

•! Integrate a rating system for viewers to vote on user generated videos 

•! Integrate show specific comments 

•! Provide an API to meet TSR’s custom integration needs 
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The Solution 

Using the Kyte platform, TSR created a fun, user generated 
website called Best Football Tricks.   

The site contains two Kyte channels – one that is open for 
the public to contribute and rank user generated shows, and 
a second, closed channel in which TSR displays promotional 
videos.  

Launched just in time for the Euro Football Championships 
in Switzerland, participants are invited to upload videos to 
the Best Football Tricks site and showcase their football 
skills.  

TSR plans to promote the campaign by showing some of the 
user generated videos on air.

Advantages of using the Kyte Platform 

The Kyte API enabled TSR to customize the  
look, feel, and function of the Kyte channels on the 
site. 

These customizations include: 

1. ! Removing ‘Show’ Tab  
TSR wanted to highlight contributed shows in a 
specific way (compare image in slide 5). 

2.! Adding Comments instead of Chat 
TSR wanted to display show specific comments 
instead of using the chat feature. The TV station 
decided to disable chat and integrated a comment 
section for each show produced. 

3.! Rating 
Every show can be rated by the audience and each 
week the best rated shows win a prize.
